Math Terms
Absolute Value

The distance a number is from zero.  For example, -7 and +7 have an absolute value of 7.  Both -7 and +7 are 7 units away from zero.  Written as [7] in a mathematical sentence.

Average

The sum (total) of a group of numbers added together then divided by the number addends in that group.  Example:  The average of the numbers 25, 60, and 35 is found as follows:

40 is the average

Another Example:

Integers continued

When we subtract a positive we move to the left on the number line.


Example:    5 – (+3) = +2

Find +5 on the line then subtract 3 (move left):

When we add a negative  we move to the left on the number line.
Example:  5 + (-3) = +2
Find +5 on the line then subtract 3 (move left):

When we subtract a negative we move to the right on the number line.

Example:  2 – (-3) = +5
Find +2 on the line then add 3 (move right)

Always start with the first number (positive or negative) in the problem and find it on the number line,  Then add or subtract (move left or right) on the number line.
Least Common Multiple (LCM)
Is the lowest number that a group of numbers can divide into (without a reminder).  For example, the lowest number (or LCM) that both 3 and 4 can go into is 12.  Here is how we came to this conclusion.
Here are the multiples of 3
3, 6, 9, 12, 15, 18, 21, 24……

Here are multiples of 4
4, 8, 12, 16, 20, 24, 28……..

The LCM is 3 and 4 12.
Mixed Numbers

The number that contains both a whole number and a fraction.

Mean

The average of a given group of numbers.  For example, the mean of the numbers 5, 5, 9, 2 is 5 because:
