We are very excited to be your child’s team teachers this year.  We are looking forward to an exciting and educational year.  In order to guarantee your child and all the students in our classrooms the excellent educational climate they deserve, we have developed a Discipline Plan that will be in effect at all times.


When in our classrooms, students must comply with the following rules:

1.  By the time the tardy bell rings, all students will be in their seats and ready to learn.
2.  Students will follow all directions.
3.  Students will be respectful to everyone, every day.
4.  Students will keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.
5.  Students will be polite.

If a student breaks a rule, the following consequences will occur:

*First time student breaks rule:

Formal warning and name on board.
*Second time student breaks rule:

Second warning and check by name on board.
*Third time student breaks rule:

Second check mark, call to parents.
*Forth time student breaks rule:
Student is sent to Mr. Clement for BEHAVIORAL COUNSELING during the student’s lunch period.  A cognitive behavioral planning session will take place with the Student Services Advocate in order to help student modify his/her behavior.  Parent will be contacted.
*Fifth time student breaks rule:  
One hour and fifteen minutes of detention issued.  Parent will be contacted.

*Sixth time student breaks rule:
The teacher will issue ISS to the student.  Parent will be contacted.
*Seventh time student breaks rule:
A Pupil Action Report and all documentation will be submitted to the associate Principal and the he will determine appropriate consequences.  Parent will be contacted.

Students will automatically receive detention if they are late to core class.  It is very important to be in class from bell to bell to learn.

Included in our discipline plan are ways to positively reinforce students who behave appropriately.  In addition to frequent praise, we will reward students with positive notes or phone calls home, homework passes, and special class activities.

Homework Policy

We also believe that homework is an integral part of a student’s educational experience.  Students should have their homework turned in on time every day.    If a student turns in late work, they will not be given full credit for that work.

All students are required to keep a binder with all assignments and class work inside.  For each core class, your child will have an assignment sheet listing all daily assignments, and a grade sheet indicating their current grade for that class.  This enables you to keep updated on assignments and progress.

All work must be legible and written in complete sentences unless otherwise directed.  Math and science problems must be written out with the work shown and answers labeled.  Final copies of reports and projects must be in pen, typed, or word-processed.
We believe that it is imperative that students attend school regularly in order to benefit from daily instruction.  Unless your child is ill, please make every effort to have them in school every day.
