CLASSROOM GUIDELINES AND EXPECTATIONS

Expectations

Materials Required of Students

Grading Procedures

Students are graded on class work, homework, participation, projects, quizzes, and tests.

Homework Policy

Homework must be turned in at the beginning of the class period on the day it is due.  Late work will be accepted, but only for 50% of what the student earns.  No late work will be accepted during the week prior to a grading period.

Make-Up Policy

· Homework

· Make-up work is the student's responsibility.  Students may call the homework hotline or come in before school to obtain the assignment.

· Unless the work needs to be obtained from the teacher (i.e.: worksheets), all work is due the day you return.  If you need to obtain the work from the teacher, it is due within the following two days.

· For pre-arranged and/or school sponsored absences, all work is due before you leave.  It is your responsibility to obtain the future assignments before you leave.

· Tests/Quizzes

· You must meet with me and schedule a time and place to make up a test/quiz.

· In-class Assignments

· You must meet with me and schedule a time to make up assignments completed in class.
· Extra Credit

· Extra credit can be earned for any Life Saver Passes not used throughout the trimester.

· Any other extra credit will be decided on an individual basis.  You must schedule a time outside of class to meet with me to discuss options for extra credit.

· No extra credit will be given unless ALL regular credit work has been turned in, nor will it be accepted the last week of a grading period.
