The year is off to a great start!  With your help and communication, we expect continued success for your child at East Middle School.  We have high expectations for behavior and academic performance, and we have these expectations for all our students.  The following points are key items we would like to share with you.

PROCEDURES:  Your child has a nine period day beginning with homebase.  Homebase is not a study hall and we have regularly scheduled activities for this time.  Students and parents should not expect this time to be used to complete homework from the previous day.  We work on organizational skills, writing activities, reading, and having fun together.  This is also a time when your child may choose to be involved in school clubs and other activities. 

HOMEWORK:  Your child should have homework most nights.  Good students always have something to do.  Your child will be using an assignment sheet for core classes to help maintain organization and as a reminder of what was done in class and what needs to be completed at home.  This should be done daily!  Please check the assignment sheet on a regular basis.  We hope you will encourage your child to complete this accurately to reinforce the importance of organization.  You may also check the homework hotline.  Homework hotline numbers are listed below.  In addition to the assignment sheet, your student will have a grade sheet.  The grade sheet will be updated frequently and can be treated as a continuous accurate report of your student’s academic progress at school.  As a result, report cards should not be a surprise.  Again, we encourage you to check these two items often.  Finally, we encourage the use of PowerSchool.  PowerSchool is the most effective and accurate way to track your child’s academic progress.
