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Classroom Expectations:

1) By the time the tardy bell has finished ringing all students will be seated in their desks and ready to learn.

2) Students will follow all directions.

3) Be respectful to everyone everyday.

4) Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.

5) Be polite.

Consequences Earned When Demonstrating Poor Behavior:

1) Warning-name written on the board

2) Warning-check mark placed next to your name

3) 2nd check mark placed next to your name, conference with teacher, and parent contact

4) Cognitive behavioral counseling/parent contact

5) 1 hour, 15 minute detention and parent contact

6) In school suspension and parent contact

7) Referral to the office and parent contact
Rewards for Positive Behavior:

1) verbal praise


2) gold tickets

3) student of the Week

4) positive note or phone call home

5) class rewards

Procedures

1) walk in, grab your binder and materials, sit down

2) get out your independent reading book, book log, and pencil

3) ask to get up to do anything-sharpen pencils, get a book, etc…

4) books on the small bookshelf can be taken without permission

5) please stay out of my desk

6) leaving procedures-make sure your independent reading book is in the front flap of your binder; neatly put all papers in the correct section of your binder; wait to be excused; push in your chair; put your binder and textbook on the shelf neatly

Community:

I consider us a community of learners.  I promise to show you respect and expect that you show everyone in this classroom respect.  That means me, any assistants, substitutes, your peers, and most importantly YOURSELF!  We all enter this classroom with different strengths and with things we need to work on.  All I will ever ask from you is that you do your best!  Work hard and you will see great growth!  I am excited that you are here!

Rewards:

*I believe in giving a lot of positive encouragement.  

*We have a “Student of the Week” each week.  This is earned by having no    reminders from the week before.  The selected student gets to sit in the comfortable chair during independent reading for the week, does not have to do a book log for the week, and is given a beverage of their choice like juice, pop, etc..

*gold tickets

*positive notes and phone calls home

*class rewards

Tardies:  

In this classroom, you need to be in your seat with your binder and materials when the bell rings.  If you are not in your seat with your materials you are considered tardy.  The following consequences apply: 


1st Offense=reminder

2nd Offense=lunch detention


3rd Offense=half hour detention and phone call home


4th Offense=one hour of detention and phone call home


5th Offense=PAR

Detentions:

Lunch Detentions:  I consider lunch detentions a time for us to discuss the unwanted behaviors and work towards change.  I do not contact parents about lunch detentions unless they are not served.  If you do not serve your lunch detention, I contact your parents and it becomes an after school detention.

After School Detentions:  Your parents are contacted about after school detentions and arrangements will be made to serve the detention within seven days.  If you do not serve your detention, it doubles and another phone call home is made.  If you fail to serve the detention the second time, it is turned in as a PAR.

Hall Passes:

Restroom:  You are allowed 3 emergency hall passes per quarter.

Drinks:  You are not allowed to use your passes to go get drinks.  You may bring a water bottle to class, so you are not allowed to miss instructional time to get drinks.

Gum:

If I can’t see it or hear it, you can have it!  If I see it, hear it, or it starts appearing around the room, then it will not be allowed.

Writing Utensils:

You need to have a pencil!  That is the only writing utensil you need for this class.

Cell Phones

Cell phones do not belong in class.  They should be in your locker.  If I see or hear a cell phone in class I will take it and follow school procedure of turning it in to the attendance office with a cell phone warning attached to it.  

Fire Drills:  
During a fire drill your job is to listen to directions carefully, line up in a straight line immediately, and be silent.  If you are the last one out the door, please shut it.  We will walk in a line down the left side of the hallway, and out the H-wing doors.  Once outside we will wait silently until it is o.k. to re-enter the building.

Lock Down

During a lock down you need to go to the back-corner of the room and sit silently.  This is a serious event and anyone who messes around will be written a PAR immediately.
